One night, while the disciples were in their boat,
Jesus walked across the water towards them.

DRIVE TIME

As you drive, point out different objects
and ask what they do. For example,
“There’s a traffic light. What can it do?
(Tell us to stop and go.) There’s a big

truck. What can it do? (Carry a lot of
stuff.) Who can do ANYTHING? (Jesus)
Yes! Jesus can do ANYTHING!”

outward].
