
BIBLE  STORY:
Jesus & Peter Catch A Boatload of Fish

Luke 5:1-11
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This week, your kid heard the story of how 
Jesus calmed a loud thunderstorm.  Jesus 
stopped the rain, the waves, the wind, the 
thunder, and the lightning. Jesus was with 
His disciples when they were afraid, and 
He helped them when they asked for help. 
They learned that they can talk to Jesus 
when they are afraid, and Jesus will help 
them. You can read the story with your 
child in Matthew 8:23-27; Mark 4:35-41; 
Luke 8:22-25 of a Children’s Bible.

Add a toy boat to bath time and have fun recalling 
the Bible story with your child. Say, "Did Peter 
want to fish with Jesus after he had been fishing 
ALL night? (Kid responds "No!") You're right he 
didn't want to, But, did he obey Jesus and fish 
anyway? (Yes) You're right!  He did obey, and 
how many fish did Jesus & Peter catch?  (allow for 
response) It was SOO many fish that the boat was 
on the verge of sinking! Wow! (pretend with boat). 
Peter was so happy that He obeyed Jesus.  Let's 
say the Special words:  Jesus [point up] wants us 
[point to self] to obey [thumbs up].
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Have your kid repeat 
this prayer after you.

Dear God, 
[Dear God]

Please help me 
obey.[Please help 
me obey.]

Thank You.
[Thank You.]

In Jesus’ Name, 
[In Jesus’ Name]

Amen. 
[Amen.]
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This week your kid heard the story of Jesus helping 
His disciples catch an enormous amount of fish. 
The disciples had been fishing for a long time and 
hadn’t caught any fish. Jesus came along and told 
them to drop their nets in the deep water. At first, 
Peter was confused and explained to Jesus they 
had been out along time and hadn’t caught any 
fish. But they chose to obey Jesus. After the 
disciples dropped their nets in the water, the nets 
became so heavy with fish that the boat began to 
sink.  The disciples obeyed Jesus, and Jesus wants 
us to obey, too. 
You can read this story with your child in Luke 
5:1-11 of a Children's Bible.
