Monday
READ: Acts 22:1-21
REFLECT: Like Paul’s life before meeting Christ, many people think that being religious 
(attending worship services, reading the Bible, being a good moral person, etc.) gives 
them a good standing before God. However, Paul shares that it was his encounter with 
Christ that changed this perspective and that showed him the truth.
RESPOND: How is Paul’s story like yours? How can you use your former life as a “good” 
person to share the gospel with others?

Tuesday
READ: John 9:1-12
REFLECT: The man who was blind from birth received his sight during a miraculous 
encounter with Jesus. While Jesus may not have healed our physical sight, all of us were 
born spiritually blind. We could not see ourselves for who we really were; nor could we 
see our need for God. His grace helped us see and have a story like the blind man.
RESPOND: Ask God to help you remember what your former life was like and to see 
others who may be there, too. Then look for opportunities to share your story with them.

Wednesday
READ: Acts 16:11-15
REFLECT: This passage tells the story of Lydia, a wealthy woman who was a worshiper 
of Yahweh. Yet she did not know of Jesus. Paul explained the gospel to her and she 
became a follower of Jesus. Her need was a rational one and the gospel was explained  
to her as a logical and beautiful story that was relevant to her life.
RESPOND: Who are the people in your life who need this kind of conversation? Look for 
ways to have “gospel” conversations with people who may need a logical explanation.

Thursday
READ: Acts 16:16-18
REFLECT: The slave girl in this passage was poor, dependent on her owners, and demon-
possessed. Yet, the gospel was just as relevant for her as it was for Lydia. For the slave 
girl, she needed an experiential encounter with Jesus to free her from oppression. While 
we don’t know the rest of her story, she most likely became a follower of Jesus.
RESPOND: What experiences have you had with God that have been transformative  
in your life? How can you share these with others?

Friday
READ: Acts 16:19-40
REFLECT: The jailer was indifferent to God. Yet Paul explained to him how the gospel 
was relevant in his life. As a result, the jailer became a follower of Christ. The jailer was 
literally shaken up after the earthquake — and also spiritually shaken up — once Paul 
presented the gospel to him. Thankfully, he responded positively to the gospel!
RESPOND: What events in your life have “shaken” you and caused you to draw near  
to God? How can you use these stories to share the gospel with someone else?
