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Bible Story: I'm With You (Simon Waits for the Messiah) Luke 2:25-35
Big ldea: God is with you while you wait.

Memory Verse: “Wait for the Lord. Be strong and don’t lose hope. Wait for the
Lord.” Psalm 27:14 (NIrV)

Life App: Patience — Waiting until later for what you want now.

Bible Story Summary:
Read and meditate on Luke 2:25-35.

We finish the month with a story found in Luke 2:25-35. God’s people had been
waiting for hundreds of years for the Savior. God promised Simeon that he’d get
to see the Messiah before he died. We believe that Simeon waited a long time.
But finally, when Mary and Joseph came to the temple with Baby Jesus, Simeon
finally saw what he’d been waiting for.

God is with you while you wait. We might have to wait for something small, like
in a line at the ice cream stand . . . or we might have to wait for something big,
like for a parent to get a new job. While it’s true that patience is harder in some
situations than others, we pray that kids will remember that they don’t have to
wait on their own. They can trust that God is with them while they wait.

Think about the last time you lost your cool. Maybe you
yelled at your little brother or slammed the door to your
room when you were frustrated. Do you know what the
Bible says about that kind of reaction? Getting angry
quickly makes you foolish. But anyone who chooses
patience is wise with great understanding.

So how do you want to be remembered? Do you want
people to see you as wise or foolish? The next time
you're tempted to lose your patience, stop yourself. Ask
God to help you make the wise choice instead of the
foolish one. Waiting will always be a part of life. But you
can make the wise choice. When you need to wait, ask
God for patience, and know that He is with you while
you wait!
