Bible Story: Peter Preaches at Pentecost    Acts 2:1–41

Big Idea: The Holy Spirit is our Helper.

Focus: The Holy Spirit is our Helper, and He convicts us.

Memory Verse:  “But the Father will send the Friend in my name to help       
                                you. The Friend is the Holy Spirit.”  John 14:26a (NIrV)

Bible Story Summary: 

Read and meditate on Acts 2:1-41

The disciples were gathered together in Jerusalem, just as Jesus had 
instructed them.  As they were all together in one place, a rush of wind filled the 
room and tongues of fire rested above their heads. God sent the Holy Spirit, 
just like Jesus had promised! The Holy Spirit rested upon them, and the 
disciples were filled with His power. The disciples miraculously spoke in 
languages the people around understood and shared about the mighty works of 
God. Peter preached and told about what Jesus had done for everyone. That 
day, three thousand people became believers in Jesus
He Question: Why does the Holy Spirit convict us? 
Because God loves us so much, the Holy Spirit helps us realize we sinned so we 
can repent and have a right relationship with Him.
We Question: What can we do when we feel convicted about sin? 
We can confess our sin to God, seek His forgiveness, and seek to live His way.
Me Question: What does God want me to know about Him, and what does 
this mean for my life? 
Kids will be given the opportunity to reflect on the truth they learned about God 
and respond accordingly.
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READ “The Lord is not slow to keep His promise.  He is not slow in the way 
some people understand it.  Instead, He is patient with you. He doesn’t want 
anyone to be destroyed. Instead, He wants all people to turn away from their 
sin.” 2 Peter 3:8 (NIrV)



READ  Acts 2:1-41 (NIrV)
