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Jesus Is Promised [saiah 9:6-7

READ “He is the Lord our God. He judges the
whole earth. He will keep his covenant forever. He
will keep His promise for all time to come.”

Psalm 105:7-8 (NirV)

God is our creator, our heavenly Father, and our
place of safety. God sent Jesus on that first
Christmas because He loves us more than we can
imagine. Through the prophet Isaiah, God promised
to send His Son to rescue us, and He followed
through on that promise! God ALWAYS keeps His
promises.

Jesus is God’s greatest gift.

Jesus is God’s greatest gift and was promised a long time ago. This verse is missing all its consonants! With the

He Question: What did God promise?

Throughout the Old Testament, God made covenants with Abraham and David
and their children. He promised He would send a Rescuer who would save the
people from their sin.
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READ “A child will be born to us. A son will be given to us. He will rule

over us. And he will be called Wonderful Advisor and Mighty God. He will also be
called Father Who Lives Forever and Prince Who Brings Peace.” Isaiah 9:6
Today’s verse comes from the prophet Isaiah, in the Old Testament. He was
talking about Jesus HUNDREDS of years before Jesus was born! God
spoke through Isaiah and promised to send a Savior to rescue us. And years
later, He kept that promise by sending Jesus!

We Question: Why would we trust God to keep His promises?
Everything God says is true. The Old Testament has hundreds of prophecies of
Jesus coming as the Rescuer. They all came true.

Me Question: What does this mean for my life?
