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Bible Story: Joseph Sold by Brothers and Joseph in Jail Genesis 37, 39-40

This month is all about being faithful- refusing to give up
when life gets hard. We'll see how Joseph and Moses
were faithful when they were faced with some tough and
sometimes scary situations.

And guess what? Being faithful isn’t just something we
see in the Bible. You can be faithful too because God is
with you! God is big and strong and always on your side
when you are standing up for what is right. God will give
you what you need to be faithful.

Bible Story Summary:
Read and meditate on Genesis 37, 39-40

Faithful is a word that the Bible often uses to tell us who God is. That is why
our Big Idea this month is GOD IS FAITHFUL. Faithful means trustworthy.
God has been faithful throughout history and has helped people get through
and overcome incredible difficulties. This month we are going to take a closer
look at the lives of Joseph and Moses. Both of these men trusted God through
hard circumstances and experienced just how faithful God is.

In Genesis 37, we see that Joseph was Jacob’s favorite son, and his brothers
were completely jealous of him, so they sold him to traders headed to Egypt.
But even though Joseph was enslaved in Egypt, God was with him. God gave
him success —both in Potiphar’s house, and even in prison after he was
falsely accused. God was with Joseph every moment of his life and you can
trust God is always with you.

He Question: Is God faithful?

God is ALWAYS faithful. Deuteronomy 7:9 says He is “The faithful God”. At
least 36 times in the Bible, God is called faithful.

We Question: Can we really trust God no matter what?

God’s faithfulness means He is true to His Word and dependable. We really
can trust God no matter what.

Me Question: What does this mean for my life?

God'’s faithfulness assures us that He is always with us.
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KNOW that you can have faith that God is

always with you

READ “So do not be afraid. | am with you. Do not be terrified. | am
your God. I will make you strong and help you. | will hold you safe in my
hands. | always do what is right.” Isaiah 41:10

With a parent, find a piece of paper and some markers or crayons.
Draw a picture of the last time you had to do something hard. Was it
going down the giant slide, getting on the school bus, or moving to a
new house? When finished, think back to that time and look at how far
you have come!

Our verse says that with God we don’t need to be afraid of hard things
because God is always with us. On your drawing, write: “God is always with
me” and hang it somewhere in your room to remind you that you can be
faithful because God is always with you.
