In Isaiah 9:6-7, the prophet Isaiah wrote: ‘A child will be born to us. A son will be given to us.
He will rule over us. And he will be called Wonderful Adviser and Mighty God. He will also be
called Father Who Lives Forever and Prince Who Brings Peace,’” (NIrV). He wrote these
hundreds of years before Mary or Joseph or any of the shepherds came on the scene. But
this piece of history is significant to the Christmas story because it tells us something
incredible about God. It reminds us that God made a promise to send a Savior. A promise
He made at a time when things looked dark—during a period when the tribes of Israel were
lost and scattered and hopeless. And then finally, hundreds of years later, God kept His
promise on that first Christmas.
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Read Isaiah 9:6

Today’s verse comes from the prophet Isaiah, in the Old Testament. He was
talking about Jesus HUNDREDS of years before Jesus was born! God spoke
through Isaiah and promised to send a Savior to rescue us. And years later, He
kept that promise by sending Jesus!

We don’t always see the bigger story that God is telling through our lives. But when we
remember how God has kept His promise to us in the past, we realize that we can trust God
with our future. | can have joy because God keeps His promises.
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We celebrate this promise every year at Christmas time. God sent His one and
only Son to be our Savior. What an awesome gift.
