Can you go back that far? Most of us probably can’t. The 
gift you received three years ago was probably something 
that seemed SO important at the time, but it’s probably not 
even something you play with anymore. If your happiness 
depended on that gift, it sure doesn’t last long. Thankfully, 
our joy is dependent on one thing only, and that’s Jesus.  
Jesus is the greatest gift ever given, and it’s the only gift 
that keeps on giving FOREVER!

Interview someone in your family, using the following question:

What do you think of when you hear the word “news”? 
What is the best news you ever heard?        
How did you feel when you got that news? 

Jesus came to earth and died for our sins, so we can be part of God’s family and 
live with Him forever.  That’s good news!  That’s the kind of news that can give us 
real JOY!

God that our joy can last forever 
because Jesus lives forever.

God to give you joy as you remember the good news of Jesus.
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Bible Story: Joyful, Joyful (Gabriel Appears to Mary)  
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Q&A for kids: What makes you happy? What brings 
you joy? Are they the same things?

Q&A for parents: Have you ever felt joy even when 
you weren’t necessarily happy? Share how that was 
possible!

Big Idea: You can have joy because God has a plan for you.

Memory Verse: “Today in the town of David a Savior has been born to 
you. He is the Messiah, the Lord.” Luke 2:11 NIrV

Life App: Christmas — Celebrating Jesus, God's greatest gift

Bible Story Summary: In Luke 1:26-56 we discover that the angel 
Gabriel appeared to Mary to announce that she would be Jesus’ mother. 
This must have come as quite a surprise. After all, Mary wasn’t married yet, 
and she had a different plan for her life. Gabriel reminded her that nothing 
is impossible with God. She could have been overwhelmed by this startling 
news, but she chose to respond with a song of joy.

You can have joy because God has a plan for you. As we look over the 
past year, most of us could say that our plans changed a bit. Maybe we 
missed a vacation. Maybe we had to work from home. Maybe we even got 
sick. When our plans are thrown up in the air, we can still find joy. Nothing 
takes God by surprise. We can trust that God has an ultimate plan for our 
lives. We pray that all kids would discover the joy that comes from believing 
in Jesus and God’s plan for us.
