
Monday
READ: Matthew 5:8; 1 Samuel 16:1, 7; Proverbs 4:23
REFLECT: God is less concerned about the outside of a person. He is focused on the 
heart. When choosing His king of Israel, He chose based on heart. Our heart represents 
our inner life; what we love, serve, trust in, and seek. Our Lord wants us to have a clean 
heart, one that is fully devoted to Him.
RESPOND: How can you guard your heart from impurity? What are some practical ways 
you can develop a heart that is fully devoted to God?

Tuesday
READ: Deuteronomy 6:5-6
REFLECT: To love the Lord with all our heart means to love Him with all our being. In this 
passage, the heart refers to our emotions, intellect, and will. When we love the Lord with 
all our heart, His will becomes our will, and we will love what He loves.
RESPOND: Write down obstacles that hinder you from loving God with your whole heart. 
Ask God to help you grow in surrendering all of your heart.

Wednesday
READ: Deuteronomy 10:12
REFLECT: This passage speaks of a total commitment to God, which includes serving 
Him. Serving God is about living aligned with His will, and it is motivated by love, reverence, 
and a desire to please Him. As His servants, we serve out of delight, not duty.
RESPOND: Does your heart serve God out of duty (because you feel like you have to)  
or out of delight (because you want to)? What does this reveal about your heart?

Thursday
READ: Proverbs 3:5-6
REFLECT: It is impossible to love and serve someone without also trusting in them.  
This well-known passage reveals the importance of trusting God with our complete heart 
for His guidance. When our heart trusts Him, we will desire to do life His way, not ours.
RESPOND: Where are you having trouble trusting God? Why are you trying to do life 
your way? What does this reveal about your heart? Ask God to help you trust Him.

Friday
READ: Jeremiah 29:13-14
REFLECT: This verse is part of a letter Jeremiah sent to the exiled Israelites in Babylon. 
He was reassuring them of God’s presence and promising them restoration if they sought 
the Lord. Through Jeremiah, God assured the Israelites that they would find Him if their 
hearts truly sought Him. Likewise, when our hearts truly seek after God, we will “find” 
Him and know Him more. As a result, we will experience His comfort and peace.
RESPOND: On a scale of 1-5 (1=not seeking, 5=earnestly seeking), how well are you 
seeking God with all your heart? Ask God to help you discern what is hindering you  
from completely seeking Him.
